Other HTTP/1.0 or 1.1 acceptable headers can be
passed, although they will be ignored.  Use of
HTTP/1.1 headers is discouraged.

Date must be provided in
this format, adjusted to
CST (or CDT)

Base64 encoding of
“<username>:<password>” must be
provided

Content-Type MUST be ‘multipart/form-data’.  Boundary
string must be preceded by at least two hyphens and a
string that will not occur anywhere else in the message
(usually a randomly generated number).  The string itself
will then appear at the beginning of each data field in the
body.

A single empty line (two consecutive
CRLF’s, not just CR’s or LF’s) must
appear between the header and body and
before each data value.

Sender DUNS number

Recipient DUNS number

MUST be ‘X12’ with a capital X

File name and location on
sender’s client machine

Boundary with 2 trailing hyphens signals the end
of file.
